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EASI Guidelines for the exchange of Point of Sale (POS) Information on a Daily Basis
The following guidelines if followed will help to facilitate the exchange of POS data from each Wholesaler to the manufacturer on a reliable basis.  We created these written guidelines so that the wholesalers IT department will understand what the expectation is for the daily exchange of the POS information.  
It is our expectation that all Embellished Activewear Manufacturers and Wholesaler / Distributors will adhere to these guidelines and use the EASI POS file (852) version 2.0.  

***************************************************************************************
1.  The POS file should be sent daily.   

2.  The POS file must contain the data for only 1 calendar day from the end of business from the previous day to the end of business on the current day. 

3.  The ending date is normally the current date.  This is the date for all the current sales activity.     

4.  The beginning date is the cut off date for the previous day.  


5. Sales must include all invoiced sales, including drop ships, net of returns that occurred from the beginning date to the ending date.  (This is POS.  The count/recount promotional document addresses the timing and the definition of sales issues that occur when using POS sales to measure promotional sales activity.)   

6.  Inventory should include all inventory in the Distribution Center (DC).  This includes any Committed inventory assigned or held for orders but not yet invoiced. 

7.  Wholesalers should include in their POS file all SKU's sold and /or inventoried.  Whether or not they model and replenish the SKU is not the question.  If the Wholesaler sells the SKU, it should be included in the POS file.   

8.  Open orders would reflect all open purchase orders with the mill as seen in the wholesaler's system. (In-transit merchandise should be included in the amount of open orders.  Once the merchandise arrives, it should be counted in the inventory numbers) 

9.  The wholesalers should be able to generate an accurate POS file for any day they fail to transmit.   

10.  Wholesalers should back-up POS files in case either the transmission or receipt of the daily POS file fails and the POS file must be re-transmitted to the manufacturer.
